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CCCF12 (2018) agreed to establish an EWG to prepare a discussion paper on
aflatoxins for wheat, maize, sorghum and rice (specifying the categories) as well
as on flour and cereal-based for infants and young children to enable the CCCF
to take an informed decision on possible risk management options for aflatoxins
in cereals including proposals for MLs for total aflatoxins in these commaodities /
population groups (if appropriate and feasible).

The discussion paper should be submitted to the Codex Secretariat for
distribution and consideration by not later than 15 February 2019.
